ELIGIBILITY FOR ENTRY FOR THE 2010 NADAC AUSTRALIAN NATIONALS
All dogs registered with NADAC with a valid registration number are eligible for entry to the Nationals.  There are no qualification requirements and all levels of Handlers and Dogs are welcome,
COURSE DIFFERENCES AT THE NATIONALS
Courses may be longer than the average weekend trial with the possibility of more contact and weave performances required.  Dogs entered into the Elite level of any class will run on Elite Courses and have Elite times applied.   Dogs entered into Novice or Open level of any class will run on Pre-Elite Courses  (ie Novice and Open level dogs will run on the same pre-elite course – there will be no course change between Open and Novice).  Novice level dogs running on Pre-Elite courses will have Open level times applied but will be placed  with Novice level dogs.  Open level dogs running on Pre-Elite courses will have Open level times applied and will be placed with Open Level dogs.  Qualifying runs on Elite Courses will be Elite level qualifying points.  Qualifying runs on Pre-elite courses will be recorded as Open level Qualifiers.  Exhibitors entered into Pre-elite who wish to transfer any Open level Qualifying points earnt at the Nationals  to Novice level  may do so after the Nationals.
PRIZES and AWARDS

Rosettes will be awarded for 1st to 4th places for each jump height in each Titling Class (Regular Agility,  Jumpers, Weavers, Touch N Go,Tunnelers and Hoopers). Please note there are no placements given in Chances
Rosettes will be awarded  to those who achieve a Qualifying Score in any Titling Class

Rosettes will be awarded for 1st to 3rd places for each division (Elite, Pre-elite and Vet/JH) for each Team event.

SPECIAL PRIZES and AWARDS

On Sunday an award will be given to the overall  HIT (Highest in Trial) based on all Titling Classes (Regular Agility, Chances, Jumpers, Weavers, Touch N Go, Tunnelers and Hoopers) over the 3 days.  HIT is calculated by number of Qualifying runs (eg if you qualify in 15 classes you will have 150 Qualifying points towards HIT as each qualifier is worth 10 points).  In the event of a tie in qualifying points then HIT points are used to find the HIT winner.  HIT points are based on the difference between SCT and dogs time.
On Sunday Rosettes will be awarded for 1st to 3rd places in each division (Elite,  Pre-elite and Vet/JH) to the  Highest Scoring Team for the Teams Events.

AUSTRALIAN DIVISION – NADAC ANNUAL AWARDS DINNER
The NADAC Australian Division Awards Dinner will be held on Saturday 6th  November at Forest Edge CYC, Neerim East.  At this dinner competitors who have earnt special awards during the year will be honoured.  Booking for the Awards Dinner is included in the Forest Edge Accommodation Package.  Those who have not booked the Forest Edge Package may book using the Awards Dinner Booking form available  for download from the web site www.nadacaustralia.com  Cost is $25.00 (Day visitor charge plus meal charge) per head BYO Drinks.  If you have booked the accommodation package you need not send in a separate dinner booking form as your meal is included in the package fee.  Family and friends are welcome but need to book using the Awards Dinner Booking Form.
Titling Classes

Titling Classes at the Australian Nationals are Regular Agility, Chances, Jumpers, Weavers, Touch N Go, Tunnelers and Hoopers.   Normal NADAC scoring as per the exhibitor’s handbook will apply to these classes and qualifying points towards Titles can be earnt.
Team Class Descriptions

All dogs on the team must be entered in at least one other class at this event (ie a dog may not be entered in the Nationals and Teams be the only event the dog is entered).  There will be 3 rounds of Team competition. There will be one team event scheduled on each day of competition..  Teams must consist of 3 dogs and dogs may be of any jump height but must be in the same division.    There are 3 divisions; Elite, Pre-elite and Veteran/JH.  A dog that has an obtained an Elite Qualifying round in any class during the current NADAC year must enter the elite division for team events unless they are eligible for the veteran/JH division, in which case they may enter Vet/JH or elite division.  Pre-elite is open to all other dogs who have not obtained an Elite Qualifying round.  Vet/JH division is open to dogs that are eligible to compete as in Vet/JH divisions at any level throughout the year.  Should there not be 3 teams entered into the Vet/JH division then teams entered into the Vet/JH division will be combined with either the Elite/Pre-elite division.  If one or more Team members are eligible for Elite Division then that team will be entered into Elite Division.
 Each dog in a team must have a separate handler (i.e. as a handler you cannot run two dogs on the same team).   
You may enter a team even if you are not attending all 3 days in which case entry fees will be adjusted for that event only.  In this case entry fees are $15.00 per  Team for the event you are entering.  It should be noted that if you do not enter all 3 Team events over the 3 days then your team is not eligible for overall highest scoring Team awards .
Team Relay – (course will be  a Hoopers Course)
This round will consist of a course that is divided into three sections.  Each dog/handler pair on the team will be positioned in a pre-determined place on the course.  The handler of the first pair to run will perform their section of the course and then ring a bell to indicate for the handler of the second pair of the team to start their course.  The second handler then directs their dog through the second section of the course and rings a bell for the handler of the third dog on the team to start their course.  The dogs must not show aggression towards the steward, or any other person or dog during any run.  All scores will be on a time plus faults basis.

Team: Batters Up!  (course will be a Tunnelers Course)
This round will consist of an “M” shaped tunnelers course.  All members of the team will be in the ring during this round.  The first dog/handler pair (the batter) will begin the run by batting a ball through a hoop and then run the course.  When they cross the line the handler will sound the “ringer” which will be the indication for the second handler to run their course.  At the end of the second course the handler of the second dog will then “pitch” a ball through a hoop to the handler of the third dog/handler pair (the catcher), who must “catch” the ball.  The dog members of the pitcher and catcher pairs MUST remain on their appropriate sides of the hoop.  The dogs may be in a stay or may be held by stewards with a leash.  When the steward determines that the ball has been pitched through the hoop and has been caught by the catcher, they will indicate to the catcher for them to then perform their segment of the course.  If the dog is to be held by a steward, the handler must first place the leash on the dog and hand the leash to the steward.  The dog must not show aggression towards the steward, or any other person or dog during any run.  All scores will be on a time plus faults basis.

Team Relay – (course will be  a Regular Agility Course)
This round will consist of a course that is divided into three sections.  Each dog/handler pair on the team will be positioned in a pre-determined place on the course.  The handler of the first pair to run will perform their section of the course and then ring a bell to indicate for the handler of the second pair of the team to start their course.  The second handler then directs their dog through the second section of the course and rings a bell for the handler of the third dog on the team to start their course.  The dogs must not show aggression towards the steward, or any other person or dog during any run.  All scores will be on a time plus faults basis.

THE MANAGEMENT will not be responsible for the loss or damage to any dog exhibited, or for the possessions of  any exhibitor whether the result was by accident or any other  cause.  It is distinctly understood that every dog at this event is in the care and custody and control of his owner or handler during the entire time the dog is on the show premises.  Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Show Committee be asked to leave the show site.  In such case, no refund of fees paid will be made.
DIRECTIONS TO FACILITY
Take the M1 Monash Freeway from Melbourne towards Warragul. This becomes the Princes Freeway in name, but remains the M1. Take the Drouin, Neerim South, Mount Baw Baw exit off the freeway to the left. Shortly after taking the turnoff, you will turn right towards Neerim South and Mount Baw Baw at the Robin Hood Inn (C426). Continue along C426 towards Neerim South and Mount Baw Baw. You will travel through Drouin West, past the Primary School (Be sure to follow school speed limits at appropriate times). Continue along C426 towards Neerim South and Mount Baw Baw. Continue along C426 towards Neerim South and Mount Baw Baw. After you drive through Neerim South, you will come to a roundabout. Continue straight through this roundabout towards Yarra Junction, Mount Baw Baw. Do not turn right towards Neerim East. Approximately 7km after Neerim South is the turnoff to Forest Edge. It is approximately 1km after the Neerim Cemetry on the right. You will turn right. After approximately 4km along Neerim East Road, the road turns sharply to the right. You need to travel straight ahead on McKenzie Road. You follow this road all the way to the end, which is Forest Edge.

Remember to drive carefully on McKenzie Road. Watch out for native wildlife, such as wombats and wallabies, particularly at night and dusk. They can appear suddenly. Also, please drive slowly down the steep hill into Forest Edge and once on the campsite.  A printable map is available from www.forestedge.cyc.org.au/general/map.html 
CLUB POLICIES

· All dogs must be on leash when not competing in the ring.  Dogs may not be left tethered  and unattended on Trial grounds

· Any dog which has been determined as aggressive shall be excused from the competition.
· Squeaky toys are not permitted on the trial site unless they have been desqueaked!

· Crating and Shade shelters are not permitted within close proximity of the ring and should be at least 40 feet from the front of the ring.  This is to keep the Marshalling area clear and to provide teams competing with clear ring perimeters.  Crating is permitted along the sides and rear of the ring no closer than 20 feet from the ring edge.
· No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reasons of riots, civil disturbances, fire an act of God, public emergency, and act of public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.

· Cheques not honoured by the bank does not constitute a valid entry fee.  There will be a $30 service charge for bank returned cheques..
· All dogs for a given class should be present at ring side at least one-half hour prior to the start of the scheduled classes for walk through and briefing.  Any dog and handler not present when they are called may be ineligible to run.

· No Alcoholic Beverages are allowed on the show site.

· There will be no refunds for entries in the event a dog and/or handler are dismissed from competition regardless of the reason for such dismissal.

· A withdrawal from the competition after the closing date due to an injury and/or illness and/or a bitch coming into season after the closing date will be eligible for a refund up to 75% of the total entry fee paid.  A veterinarian's notice of injury or illness will be required for a refund.
· All exhibitors agree to assist with the running of the trial.  A Job Roster will be posted on the running order board.

· Having fun and displaying good sportsmanship is wholeheartedly encouraged.

NADAC Australia actively encourages exhibitors to stay on site to enjoy the great atmosphere and social nature of this event.  Forest Edge is a group facility and as such our booking is based upon having a minimum number on site as part of our group.  The more exhibitors who stay on site the better able we are to meet that requirement and therefore enjoy this wonderful facility.

Please note all enquiries and bookings must be directed to shirlene@nadacaustralia.com as the event organizer and not to Forest Edge.

Onsite accommodation options include the following;

1. Latrobe Lodge facility at Forest Edge. Each room consists of 1 single bed bunk and 1 combination single/double bed bunk, toilet, shower and 2 wash basins.  There is a room available which has wheel chair accessibility.  Allocation of rooms will be for 4 people per room (choose your own 3 friends or leave it to me to allocate an appropriate room for you).

Costs:
Base Package;

Cost per person to stay onsite is $155.00 per adult, $117.00 per child aged 9-13 years old and $78.00 per child aged 3-8 years old.

Latrobe Lodge rooms must be vacated upon the completion of Sundays competition.

Those who wish to stay on for an extra night on Sunday 7th November may do so for an additional fee of $11.00 (ie  a Day Visitor fee) 

Meals;
